candle in church each week, then two, then three, 

then four and finally the Christ Child stands in 

the door. How does it sneak in like that? Every 

year I think Iôve got everything pretty well or-

ganized and timed, and then ñYikes, we are here 

again!ò 

 Actually this year, the quiet beginning of 

Advent wasnôt quite so subtle. It began with a 

screeching of car brakes in the shopping center 

parking lots on Black Friday as shoppers raced to 

the bargains, clobbering each other in the frantic 

process to find gifts for jolly Santa to lovingly 

place under the Christmas tree. ñHey, give me 

that, I saw it first!ò ñMove out of the way, Mis-

ter, or Iôll hit you with my pepper spray!ò ñOver 

here, run over here and get down that aisle first.ò 

ñGrab every 52 in. TV you can find.ò Exhausted 

and bargain-stuffed like the turkey they just 

gorged down the day before, incredible greed and 

violence erupted all over our fair land as the first 

candle of Advent was about to be lit. Have we 

really descended into such madness, all in the 

name of Christmas love and joy? 

 Yup, I think so, but not everyone. Thank-

fully, the church has helped us over the years to 

keep us from taking those first dangerous steps 

into bargain-gorging chaos of holiday sales. It 

seemed like we entered an alternate universe on 

Sunday morning when the first candle was lit as 

we sang, ñO Come, O Come, Emmanuel.ò Ad-

mittedly, there was no screeching of brakes out-

side, nor any hordes ascending up our aisle to 

hear that message.  But we were focused intently 

at least for a few moments on the purest purpose 

of Advent: reawakening in us again our hope, our 

purpose, our belief, in a God who came to us in 

human form as Christ, a Savior who will come 

again in divine form to take us all to himself at 

the end of time.

 The outside world will probably not get 

any better in the next four weeks. Iran will still 

be playing with the idea of wiping Israel off the 

face of the earth with nuclear weapons. American 

troops will continue to be killed in Afghanistan. 

Europe will continue to teeter on the brink of col-

lapse. All politicians will strive to be numero 

uno, failing over the big things that really matter 

and stumbling over the little things that speak to 

most of us. At least a really nice guy won fairly 

on Dancing with the Stars. 

 We need Advent to keep us on track 

when the dark sides of life seem to never, ever 

end. Then, in those dark hours, we hear a mes-

sage from almost three thousand years ago, 

ñComfort, comfort, ye my people, says your 

Godé,ò Isaiah writes his folks living in dark-

ness. There is an alternative universe where we 

can live and thrive and find hope again. It begins, 

not in the shopping aisles, but in the church aisle, 

around one candle, then two, then three, then 

four, and singing, ñO Come, O 

Come..Emmanuelò God with us! Hang on to that 

candle, folks!

Members present:  Robert Bland, Michele Dupy, Anita Holubec, Margaret Miller, Dean Rumel, Don Schmidt, Sylvia 

Summers, and Peter Wabbel.  Pastor Sumner was also present. 

 

Christian Education and Youth Groups  Pastor John reported that the Wednesday night events were continuing to 

thrive and new materials have been ordered to enhance the program.  The Senior High Youth have changed their Sun-

day morning class to a Wednesday evening class with Martin Garrison.  

Building and Grounds  William Dupy has installed a security latch on the back door and repaired the phone lines to 

the churchôs Moments of Meditation line.  It is now working properly and Pastor John changes the message every 

week. 

Mission and Stewardship  Our participation in the national Mission One project was judged a success and $300 in 

donations was received for the project. 

Provisional Committee Reports 

(1) Kirchenfest was a nice success this year; $2,985 in the form of donations was received.  Rev. Ron Trimmer 

will be contacted to see if he could use the old copier, office computer (CPU), and the wall mounted display case with 

blue felt, which did not sell in the silent auction. 

(2) Nominating - A special called meeting of the Church Council will be held following Sunday Services on De-

cember 4 to consider reappointments of members to five major committees. 

Treasurerôs Report  Extensive discussions covered financing the maintenance of the cemetery.  The interest derived 

from the CDs will be short by $1K in two years.  Several options were discussed and it was decided to defer the issue 

to the congregation. 

Upcoming 2012 Budget Review Next Month  The Budget Committee met several times and produced the budget for 

2012.  The budget will be published in the December Newsletter so that the congregation will have time to review the 

document prior to the congregational meeting.  The budget was discussed at length and the following item was added: 

Stipend for Treasurer  A motion was made by Robert Bland to add a stipend of $250 per month or $3,000 per year 

for the Treasurer to the 2012 budget.  The motion was seconded by Dean Rumel and the motion passed unanimously. 

Investments Committee  The Budget Committee also recommended the formation of an Investment Committee to re-

search and provide advise on investments of the church.  Nominations for its  membership will be placed on the ballot 

for the congregational meeting.  Sylvia Summers made a motion to form this committee with a membership of three.  

The motion was seconded by Dean Rumel and the motion passed unanimously. 

Paid Sick Leave for Church Secretary  It was decided that the church secretary should accrue 2 hours of sick leave 

per month and receive flexible work hours. The accrued hours will be carried forward at the end of the year.  If there 

is severance of employment, the employee will not be compensated for any unused sick leave hours. 

Transfer of Burial Ownership  A request was received from a nonmember of St. Peterôs to transfer a burial plot to 

relatives.  The gravesite for burial rights was purchased while they were members for $75.  The original cemetery re-

ceipt specified that the lot could not be transferred and should be returned to the church for a refund if no longer 

wanted.  Anita Holubec made a motion that after a written request is received, the church should notify the sender that 

a refund could be made and a transfer is not possible.  This motion was seconded by Margaret Miller and passed 

unanimously.  Additional discussions will be held in the future regarding policies and procedures of the Cemetery 

Committee.

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The UCC has just concluded its Mission One Campaign, 

ending 11-11-11, for hunger ministries with an extraordi-

nary outpouring of giving, exceeding every goal..  As I 

write this, the counting is not complete but over 1.25 mil-

lion food items have been donated and over 36000 letters 

have been written to Congress on behalf of the needs hun-

gry people.  The tally of received and committed funds for 

Neighbors in Need related ministries (UCC outreach in 

the US) and for Africa famine relief has exceeded  

$130,000 for each cause and may go much higher. I know 

many of our Brazos Association churches were part of this 

effort, and I thank you.  I also know that ongoing giving 

to the hungry, poor, and homeless is so much part of the 

ñDNAò of the ministry of some of our churches that they 

just continued with what they already do without offi-

cially joining in the campaign.  Thanks to you, too, for all 

that you do all of the time.  Our pouring out in this way is 

a sign of our life in Christ. 

 

 At the beginning of November, I attended the UCC Dis-

aster Ministry  meeting in New Orleans as a Disaster Min-

istry Coordinator of the South Central Conference.  There, 

we were part of the worship celebration of the closing of 

the New Orleans Disaster Ministry.  Jerry and Doris Car-

penter of our Association also traveled to New Orleans to 

be part of the worship. The New Orleans Disaster Minis-

try, led by  Rev. Alan Coe, has  been hosting groups since 

2006 from all over the US to help rehab and rebuild 

homes.  To give you an idea of the reach and magnitude 

of the work done, supported by  national UCC ñHope 

Shall Bloomò donations and hosted by our Conference, 

here are some of the facts about the work and workers: 

7035 volunteers from all over the US and several foreign 

countries, 572 groups who came and worked, 113 projects 

complete to give people and churches restored homes and 

lives, 175,875 hours worked,  $3,738,505  of value added 

labor.  Four of the New Orleans churches hosted groups, 

with this being a primary ministry and building use for 

most of them.  Many people served as long term volun-

teers to help run the ministry.   A large number of  volun-

teers came to the closing worship and shared how their 

lives were changed and enriched by joining in this work 

of Christ made possible by gifts and devotion across the 

UCC.  At least for the coming year, there will still be op-

portunities to go work in New Orleans in a UCC-affiliated 

ministry through the Phoenix of New Orleans. (See http://

www.ucc.org/volunteer/mission-trip-opportunities/

louisiana.html ).   

 

As I have already noted recently, we encourage our 

churches and youth to plan on attending the National 

Youth Event next summer, July 10-13, at Purdue Univer-

sity.   The cost at the event will be $425 per person, which 

covers room, board, and registration.   It is likely that the 

Brazos Association will be able to help substantially with 

money for travel. (See http://www.ucc.org/calendar/

national-youth-event-2012.html  for more details.)
