               I suspect many folks were like me re-
cently when I awoke to the sound of raindrops 
for the first time in almost three months. At 
first, I couldn’t think what it was that was hit-
ting the windows. How I had missed that sound 
that is so essential to our lives.  Funny, how 
something so ordinary can become so extraor-
dinary when it is missing. 
               Sounds, which are so ordi-
nary, truly become something spe-
cial when they are no longer heard. 
My father brought home a tape re-
cording machine one day in the fif-
ties, something rather unusual. He 
recorded my grandmother’s voice, 
who was then already in her nine-
ties. Thirty years later he rediscov-
ered the tape, and from the past came the gentle 
voice of my long-deceased grandmother. What 
a delight to hear her voice again! I had forgot-
ten the sound of it until that moment when Dad 
touched the Play button and she became alive 
for me for an instant. Well, it really was an in-
stant, because Dad then pushed the wrong but-
ton and really erased her forever! But for a mo-
ment, we had her again! 
               When the children were home and 
growing, it was normal to have constant noise 
and turmoil, laughter and fighting. I never 
thought it would go away, but suddenly, one 
day, as many of you well know, you are just 
sitting there and realize, all the noise is gone. 
Where did the years and the noise go? We miss 
those sounds when they are no longer available, 
just like we miss the sound of a gentle rain on 
our windows once in a while. 
               Sounds, like rain, can take on special 
meanings as well. The sound of a car motor 
turning into the driveway is enough to wake our 
new puppy, Moritz, from the deepest daytime 
puppy snooze. He knows that sound and he can 
live again. His humans are home! When our 
kids were younger and out on dates, it was al-
ways a reassuring sound for me as a parent to 
hear the sound of the front door opening and 
closing and footsteps in the hall going upstairs 
to bed. Whew, another child safely home from  

 

driving. A familiar sound can bring reassur-
ance and a sense of safety to our minds.          
              Sounds in the Bible are sometimes a 
glaring gong or a clanging cymbal, some-
times children singing a funeral song, or the 
still, small voice of God, not found in the 
noise and hubbub of the world. The sound of 
God is also a voice at times speaking like 

Charlton Heston out of a 
cloud. Familiarity with the 
sound of God’s voice brought 
Moses into intimate contact 
with the divine, leading to a 
salvation history, which we 
still partake of today. When 
the voice of God departed the 
land and wasn’t heard of again 

until the time of Samuel, the people knew 
what they had been missing, just like the 
sound of raindrops on their roofs. When the 
voice of God returned and called them to 
faithfulness, they remembered his voice and 
they rejoiced. 
              The sound of a raindrop called me 
from my sleep and helped me remember the 
joy of God’s refreshing waters. The sound of 
God’s voice calls us at times to remember his 
covenant with us- “I will be your God and 
you will be my people.” All of this brought 
to mind, simply by listening to a still, small 
sound, perhaps long forgotten.

As a mother, wife, and member of the United 
Church of Christ, Moira appreciates the church’s 
support for families. She says, “The UCC is a fam-
ily of many families. Not all of us look alike or 
live alike, but we all tend to worship in local 
churches that value our differences as strengths.
